Welcome to Alamance County, North Carolina -- The Carolina Corridor. Conveniently located along
Interstates 85 and 40, Alamance County is also a strategic location nestled between two major
meftropolitan areas -- the famed Research Triangle Park region, thirty-five miles to our east, and the
Greensboro, High Point, Winston-Salem region to the west. It is also within an hour of some of the nation’s finest
universities and major health facilities. Alamance County is home to almost 300 industries that manufacture
over 75 different products, including textiles and hosiery, chemicals, automotive and computer components,
pharmaceuticals, electronics, food and kindred products, furniture and fixtures, lawn mowers, electric motors,
plastics, machine products, fire safety devices, packaging, laboratory services, and many others.

Although manufacturing is the largest part of Alamance County’'s economy, agriculture remains a
significant part of the area’s economy. Agriculture contributes $39 million with the largest areas in fobacco,
grain production, dairy farming, and pouliry.

Alamance County was founded in 1849 and has great historical significance. The very first armed
resistance against the British occurred in Alamance County in 1771 during the Battle of Alamance. An outdoor
play, fitled the Sword of Peace, outlines the struggles that Quakers faced during the American Revolution. The
historical play is regularly performed in Snow Camp, in southern Alamance County. Some families in the area
have roofts here all the way back to colonial times and take pride in the temperate, climate, outstanding
schools and recreation facilities, deep roots in the American past, active volunteer communities, and colorful
cultural celebrations.

Alamance County contains ten municipalities: Burlington, Graham, Mebane, Elon, Gibsonville, Green
Level, Haw River, Swepsonville, Village of Alamance, and the Town of Ossipee. Of the county’s 69,950 person
work force, about 28,000 are employed in each of the following industries: manufacturing, frade/
transportation/utilities, and education and health services. A progressive economic development program
confinues to attract many diversified industries.

Alamance County is also home to a number of other thriving business sectors. LabCorp, a Fortune 500
company, headquartered in Burlington, is the largest clinical laboratory in the world and locally employs 3,300
people. The ten municipalities boast a low cost of living, wide variety of neighborhoods and lifestyles, as well as
an abundance of recreational activities.

The county also has a rich cultural atmosphere. Elon University presents more than 100 programs each
year that are open to the public. The Alamance County Arts Council operates out of the restored Captain
White House in Graham and the renovated Paramount Theater in Burlington. Our county and municipal Parks
and Recreation provides programs for young people to study dance, music, art, and theater. There are also
three area lakes that offer recreational activities for our citizens. A crop of vineyards and wineries situated
along the banks of the Haw River bring you the best of North Carolina’s wine country in a peaceful, rural set-
ting. A short drive from the Triad and Triangle, the Haw River Wine Trail is a perfect way to spend an afternoon.

As a place to live and do business, Alamance County has a winning combination of assets - an open
aftitude toward new business and growth and a deep-seated commitment foward quality of life. And adding
to a prime location, the county is only three hours away from the North Carolina mountains or beaches.

mountain barriers of western North Carolina. Shallow cold air masses

from the west tend to be stopped or turned aside by the mountains,
while deeper masses are lifted over the range, losing moisture and warming during the passage. For this reason, the
lowest temperatures recorded usually occur when clear, cold air drifts southward, east of the Appalachian Range.
The summer temperatures vary with cloudiness and shower activity, but are generally mild. Northwesterly winds sel-
dom bring heavy or prolonged winter rain or snow. Seasonal snowfall has a wide range and there have been a few
winters with a frace of snow. Snow seldom stays on the ground for more than a few days.

Summer precipitation is largely from thunderstorms, mostly local in character. Damaging storms are

infrequent. The highest winds to occur have been associated with thunderstorms and were of brief duration. The
occurrence of fornadoes are rare. Hurricanes have produced heavy rainfall here, with limited winds of

destructive force. The average first occurrence of frost in the fall is October 27, and the average last occurrence in
the spring is April 11.

Beginning School or Starting at a New School
In the

Alamance-Burlington School System (ABSS)

If you are relocating to Alamance County or if you have a child entering school for the first time, there are a
number of things to take care of, including registering your child for school.

In the Alamance-Burlington School System, most students are assigned to and attend their “base school”; that is,
the school assigned based on the parent’s or guardian’s home address. To determine your child’s base school,
contact a nearby school or call 336-570-6541.

If you plan to build a home or move into another school attendance area within Alamance County prior to
December, your child can begin attending the school corresponding to the new address. However, you must
present a signed legal purchase contract or lease agreement to the Office of Student Assignment to receive
fransfer from the base school district to the new school district. (The system does not provide fransportation to
fransfer students).

Newcomers and those who have moved to a new school attendance area in the Alamance-Burlington School
System should carry the following items when registering a child:
¢ Proof of residence (examples include a purchase agreement or utility bills; driver’s licenses are not accepted).
* Immunization records.
¢ |f coming from other school systems, a copy of the child’s latest report card and the previous year's
achievement test results are helpful.
¢ If bringing the child’'s records is a problem, the new school will contact the child’s previous school and
request the records.

Post Secondary

Opened in 1958, Alamance Community College has been a staple of education in the community. There
are more than 6,000 students enrolled in curriculum programs such as biotechnology, culinary arts, medical
assisting, nursing automotive services, air conditioning and college transfer courses. Also important are the adult
high school, GED and basic skills programs, short-term classes for job skill development, continuing
education classes, the Small Business Center, and college credit classes for high school students.

Elon University, a nationally ranked four-year liberal arts college, has an enrollment of almost 5,000 students.
With a student/faculty ratio of 14:1, Elon offers 49 majors. 64% of recent graduates participated in at least one
study abroad program while at Elon.
